CSPP Customers may elect Option A - Standard Rate or Option B — Time-of-Day Rate
below which are payment periods representing the Company’s basic avoided energy
cost. SFS and CPE customers will be billed under Option B- Time of Day Rate. The
payment for energy is the per kWh payment by the Company to the Customer for
energy delivered to the Company from the Customer.

Option A- Standard Rate (CSPP only)

Payment for energy produced by CSPP customers and delivered to the Company under Option
A will be measured on a billing month basis and priced on a seasonally differentiated basis.

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Option B- Time of Day Basic Avoided Energy Cost Rate (CSPP, CPE, SFS)

Payment for energy produced by customers and delivered to the Company under Option B will
be measured on a billing month basis and priced on a time differentiated basis. The hours for
the determination of the time-of-day rates are set forth below:

e On-Peak Season - Billing Months of July through October:
On-Peak Hours: 10 a.m. to 9 p.m. Monday through Friday, except Holidays listed
below.

Off-Peak Hours: 9 p.m. to 10 a.m. Monday through Friday, and all hours on
Weekends and Holidays listed below.

o Off-peak Season - Billing Months of November through June:

On-Peak Hours: 7 a.m. to 9 p.m. Monday through Friday, except Holidays listed
below.

Off-Peak Hours: 9 p.m. to 7 a.m. Monday through Friday, and all hours on
Weekends and Holidays listed below.

Holidays: New Year’s Day (January 1), Independence Day (July 4), Labor Day (first Monday of
September), Thanksgiving Day (fourth Thursday of November), Christmas Day (December 25).
